As you learned from my communication last week, we are retiring our Thunderbird at
the end of the school year.

o The mascot must be appropriate for a school with students ranging from 3 to 11
years old.

« The mascot represents the general region/area of the school.

e The mascot is unique and not already taken by another PSD elementary school.

e The mascot should be something staff, students and our community can be
proud of.

o Ifitis an animal, the mascot is common to the area or has relatives here.

« The mascot cannot be copyrighted (i.e. a Disney character, Marvel, professional
athletics team mascot, etc.).

e The mascot should reflect our Johnson beliefs and values:

e Submissions should articulate how the suggested mascot reflects our beliefs and
values and provide a rationale.

e No artwork should be submitted. The chosen mascot will be submitted to our
district Communications Department to create our mascot image.

For example, a classroom could submit an
idea together. If an individual from the same classroom would also like to make a
submission, they may. Families are also encouraged to put forward a submission.
